July 8           Cape Breton Fiddling
Cape Breton fiddler Paul Cranford has promoted local traditional music for the past 30 years as a 
performer, music publisher, and writer.  Paul will give a brief history of the evolution of Cape Breton fiddling, 
play examples of different types, and discuss various ways of learning fiddle music.

July 15 Black Bears
Come and meet one of Cape Breton's most impressive inhabitants:  the Black Bear!  Paul Koziel of the 
Nova Scotia Department of Natural Resources will give us a glimpse into the world of this elusive creature.

July 22 The Englishtown Ferry
